It is widely known that sea creatures like dolphins have sharp minds. Now, scientists have made an exciting
discovery: octopuses are also surprisingly intelligent. A team of Italian marine biologists found that octopuses
share special "jumping genes™ with humans, which play a key role in how we think.

These unique genes make up almost half of human DNA and are important for learning and memory. This
finding suggests that octopuses may have thinking skills similar to our own.

The study also helps explain the octopus's remarkable ability to change its behavior in different situations—a
skill known as "behavioral plasticity.” Biologist Graziano Fiorito notes that the octopus brain works in ways
surprisingly close to mammals. This makes the octopus a fascinating subject for understanding how
intelligence has evolved in the animal world.
